they also fit toilets were the bowl swivels
out of the way when not in use, one
company manufactures a toilet that
rotates through 360 degrees. | believe
that this technology could be applied to
the Domestic Market as and when
required.

THE FOLD-UP BATHROOM

This was unveiled to the press in
OCTOBER 2008. Designed by a Mr Paul
Hernon of Huddersfield. Called the
vertebrae it is made from stainless steel
costs £9,000-00, and weighs 150kilos,or
23.5 stones, or 2.9cwts. Existing
bathroom floors would need to be

Reinforced, like a wet room, however if
the unit were to be made from modern
plastics it would weigh much less and
cost much less, and could probably be
fitted in to a plastic tray set into the floor,
shower trays in caravans sit on a
wooden floor, a unit like this could solve
many problems for all disabled people, it
may be worthwhile trying to get Mr
Hernon on board.
